Allium dictyoscordum which s from the section
Allium, is a new record from Iran. The closest
locality to the Iranian gathering is in
Turkmenistan of the USSR, where the species
was originally described from and was indi-
cated as endemic by Wendelbo (1967, p. 48) in
Flora Iranica.

This species is rather frequent in part of the
Artemisia-step in Golestan forest, with leaves
canaliculate, and distinctly scarbird-margined
(in dried state), white flowers with greenish
stripes and purplish anthers.
